Summary

Madhyamika School’s concept of Stnyata has been the focus of scholars’ argument
either inside or outside Buddhist circle since ancient time. In contemporary
academic field of madhyamika philosophy, this concept has further aroused many
marvellous understanding and interpretations. This situation since ancient time to
modern time shows that this concept has long been a point of dispute in its
understanding. This paper has no intention to judge the various theories and to
present any new interpretation. It inter on the basis of intends only, the semantic
characteristics of the seventh poem of the 24th Chapter of Mulamadhyamakakarika, to
explain that the first job to understand the poetic Sastras such as
Milamadhyamakakarika, is the analysis of the structure of its symbols system, rather
than to take the texts of the poems for one’s own use by following a particular
viewpoint of interpretation.
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
